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SOUTH BARWON FOOTBALL & NETBALL CLUB
LIFE MEMBERSHIP

(1)  INTRODUCTION

The purpose of this paper is to develop a pro-forma for applicants and include a selection of privileges of Life Membership (which is not covered in the Constitution).

(2)  CRITERIA FOR LIFE MEMBERSHIP
· To be eligible for life membership, a person should be so outstanding that there can be no question about his/her suitability.

· The designation should recognise the contribution of an individual per se, rather than that of an individual representing the accomplishments of many.

· The person elected to life membership should be of such calibre as to honour SBFNC by this designation.

· The award is made at the behest of the Club's committee.  The criteria for becoming a Life Member are:

1. Those that have made an outstanding contribution to SBFNC.

2. Those that have made an outstanding contribution to football or Netball

To be eligible for this honour the nominee must fulfil the following criteria:

(3) ATTITUDE

· Demonstrate the highest levels of enthusiasm, personal motivation, sportsmanship and commitment.

· Adopt a collaborative role with club officials, parents, players and spectators.

· Take an active role with peers or younger officials in either a coaching, managerial or mentor capacity on a regular basis.

(4)  PERFORMANCE / PARTICIPATION

· Be a contributor to a team in a voluntary capacity with a high level of involvement including training sessions, match day, and team functions.

· Be a contributor to the club in a voluntary capacity with a high level of involvement including official duties and club and functions.
(5)  COMMITTEE
· A minimum of 10 years service to be eligible for consideration
(6)  ADMINISTRATION AND PART TIME OFFICIALS
· Minimum of 15 years service to be eligible for consideration

(7)  PLAYERS
· 200 senior games - 

· A minimum of ten senior seasons to be eligible for consideration
(8)  PRIVILEGES OF LIFE MEMBERSHIP

The recipient shall be:

Announced at a major event (eg Presentation Night or Club Launch or a special dinner.

Have their name placed on the Honour Board at South Barwon FNC Social Rooms;
Listing on the SBFNC VIP list to receive invitations to all future SBFNC functions. 
The privileges of life membership shall be prescribed by the Constitution.

Life membership is absolutely forfeited upon any failure to observe such Constitution and will be forfeited upon the passing of a special resolution of removal from Life Membership for other reasons. 
As a guide, any nominations presented for consideration outside these guidelines, should obtain a unanimous vote of endorsement by the Board. 
Please note that if there is a lack of worthy recipients awards do not have to be made each year.

(9)  NOMINATIONS

Nominations must be approved by a clear majority (75%) of a properly constituted meeting of the SBFNC Committee.

Records will be kept of all nominations and decisions made with respect to the nominations.

The SBFNC Committee reserves the right to vary the criteria for recognising and awarding a Club Person where it is judged to be in the interests of the club and its members.

(10) NOMINATIONS PROCEDURE:
The nominations must contain:

Nominee name and present position, address, telephone and e-mail address;

A statement of why the person is being nominated, including the ways in which the nominee meets the criteria for selection listed above;

A letter of recommendation;

A resume and/or biographical statement;

Other documentation as available and appropriate may be submitted.

Records will be kept by the Club Secretary of all nominations and decisions made with respect to the nominations.
